Tutor Rooms and Lockers

Lunches

Student Health

Sixth Form Dress Code

Library

Our well-stocked library has over 16,000 items. Alkth Form courses are well-resourced with a
combination of traditional texts and the latesbinfation retrieval systems using a finger prinogggtion
system.

Resources are chosen by the Librarian in closeuttation with Heads of Departments. There is also a
extensive choice of fiction including a section apeally for the Sixth Form which has been deveddp
with the help and suggestions of the students tBkms. A broad selection of DVDs and CDs are
available for student loan.

The 16 Library computers are linked to the schastwork. Students are able to access the Internet,
networked CD-ROMs, their own “My Work” Folders artde Library catalogue from any of these
computers.

Community Action

Offered as part of the Sixth Form Curriculum Enrichment Programme

Community work continues to be offered to the Sktlim as part of the broader curriculum. Last year
students went out into the community on a weekbidyan their study time during the school dayh&ds
visited in the evenings or at weekends.

Aims

Advanced Level Art and Design aims to provide amalind visual and aesthetic education. You wélvé the opportunity
to work in art and craft media in two and three elirsions.

What will | study?

Practical work emphasises drawing from observadiath the creative and imaginative development bkaie or themes.
You will learn methods of printing, paper makingramics and other crafts. The History of Art & @@swill be studied to
inform your own work.

How will | be assessed?

There are four units; two at AS and two at A2.
AS level involves one coursework unit or ‘portfolimorth 50% of the AS marks/25% of the A2 markseféis also an
externally set assignment worth 50% of the AS mi@g& of the A2 marks.

If you carry on to the full A2 level the AS modulepresent 50% of the final mark.

A2 level involves one coursework unit or ‘persomadestigation’, which is supported by a 1,000-3,0@@d written study.
This unit is worth 25% of the A2 marks. There isoahn externally set assignment worth 25% of then&gks.

Desirable requirements

You should have an interest in the subject, goddskitls, plus Art GCSE or a portfolio of good work'ou should also be
capable of independent, self-generated study.

How will | study?

The Art Department has excellent facilities andcigdist equipment, which are also available forryose in free time. You
will do a wide variety of work in both Art- and Gtdbased media and in the A2 course you will beedblspecialise in one
or more areas if you wish. You should also makkejprendent visits to Art Exhibitions and look beyahe school
environment for background research.

We arrange visits to London, local Art Galleriesldegree shows at local University Faculties of Arhere is also the
opportunity to attend seminars, lectures and csurse

Where will it lead?

To extend the work done in Biology at GCSE andit@ gou an appreciation of the wide variety of émions of
Biology in the modern world.

What will | study?

There are six modules. Biology and Disease, Vlanét.iving Organisms, and a Practical and Investiige Skills
Module in the AS Course. At A2, the modules arpations and Environment, Control in Cells an®iganisms
and a second Practical and Investigative Skills ided

How will | be assessed?

Each module has its own written test and the #xalmination also includes an essay and data hanglliastions
which relate to the syllabus as a whole. The Racand Investigative Skills Modules are interpabksessed and
make up 20% of the total A Level Mark.

Desirable requirements

You should have a minimum of Grade B in either Diwalard Science or Biology and Chemistry, plus Qiigther in
Mathematics. English is also important. We awkiog particularly for students who are interestethe subject
and are prepared to work hard.

How will | study?

The course will be divided between theory and prattvork. In practical classes you will oftenwerking on your
own, although some investigations may be done @llsggnroups. Homework will often be related to waldne in
class but you should also be prepared to do baokdgroeading on your own.
